A. Economic updates in Israel

1.
Economy grows 0.5% in 2009


The Israeli economy emerged from the global economic crisis as one of the very few that grew over the past year.  According to the Central Bureau of Statistics, the local economy expanded at a rate of 0.5% in 2009 compared with 4% in 2008.  The bureau's data showed that gross domestic product expanded at a 3% annualized rate in the third quarter, after growing 1.1% in the second quarter and contracting 3.2% in the first quarter.  GDP per capita growth fell 1.3% in 2009, after growing 2.2% in 2008, while per capita growth in OECD countries dropped 4%.  Business product growth was down 0.4% in 2009 after growing 4.5% in 2008 and 5.6% in 2007.  Industrial growth dropped 6.2% and was down 5.5% within the transportation, storage and communications sectors.  Product growth rose 7.4% within the business and financial services sectors.  Private consumption was up 1.1% in 2009 after rising 3.6% in 2008.  Per capita private consumption fell 0.6% in 2009, mainly due to an increase of 1.8% in the population.  Public consumption increased 1.7% after rising 2.2% in 2008.  Investment in fixed assets, including housing, construction and transportation dropped 6.6% in 2009 after growing 4.4% in 2008.  The current-account surplus for 2009 is expected to be 3.7% of GDP or $7.2b, more than triple that of 2008.  The government's budget deficit, including local authorities is estimated at 4.1% of GDP.

Exports drop 19% but uptick expected


According to the Israel Export Institute, Israeli exports of goods and services fell 19 percent last year, the biggest decline in the country's history.  It attributed the drop to the global economic crisis and a steep decline in demand.  According to the Minister of Industry, Trade and Labor Israel has come out of this crisis better than other countries, however it is still early to say that the crises has passed. Nevertheless, if the forecasts materialize, 2010 should be a positive turning point for Israeli exports.


According to the Finance Ministry exporters have not been able to get the necessary guarantees demanded by foreign customers as banks narrowed their credit framework, which led to the cancellation of some export deals.  The guarantees enable the Israeli exporters to take part and bid on new tenders overseas, compete with foreign companies and to sign new export contracts. The finance Ministry, in an effort to boost exports has said that the government would provide NIS 1b in state guarantees through the country's banks to encourage export deals by easing credit and minimizing risks.  The program includes the provision of guarantees for tender and will be active until the end of 2010.
3.
Israel raises growth forecast for 2010


Israel's central bank has raised its economic forecast for 2010 citing an improved outlook for global growth and world trade.  The Bank of Israel now expects the economy to grow 3.5% this year, compared with its previous September forecast of 2.5%.  The recovery of the global economy has increased demand for Israeli exports, though it cautioned that it could scale back the forecast if the recovery slows.  The Bank of Israel was among the first in the developed world to raise interest rates after the global economic crisis.

PMI jumps to 68.8


Israel's Purchasing Managers Index (PMI) jumped to 68.8 in November 2009 from 60.4 in October of 2009 according to Bank Hapoalim and the Israeli Purchasing Managers Association.  It is the sixth consecutive month that the index was over 50%, the dividing line between economic expansion and contraction, indicating expectations of manufacturing activity.  The overall PMI is at an all-time high.
5.
Government to sell part of Discount Bank stake after stock gains


The government is selling as much as one-third of its 25% stake in Israel Discount Bank after shares in the country's third-largest lender more than doubled last year.  The government opened the bidding for a 5% stake in the company to 10 foreign investment banks – the winner will be given the option to buy another 3.33% of the bank at a 0.5% discount to the price paid for the initial shares.  The banks who were offered the right to bid were Merrill Lynch, Deutsche Bank, Goldman Sachs, J.P.Morgan Chase, BNP, UBS, Paribas, Morgan Stanley, Barclays and HSBC. Offers were received from five of them – Deutsche Bank, Citibank, UBS, Goldman Sachs and HSBC.  

Deutsche Bank confirmed winning the bid for NIS 435 million and confirmed that they did not intend to exercise the option of the additional 3.33% at a discounted price.  

6.
Recovery in hotel sector lags 


According to the Bank of Israel's quarterly companies survey, business growth accelerated in all sectors of the economy, except the hotel industry in the fourth quarter of 2009, spurred by increases in both foreign and domestic sales.  Reports from companies indicate that in the fourth quarter of last year, business activity grew significantly after activity started to recover faster than expected in the previous quarter and a contraction since the fourth quarter of 2008.  The positive trend reflects the rapid transition from fears of a deep crisis to expectations of growth in domestic activity in the previous quarter and sales abroad.  The survey which is based on a representative sample of 585 companies across all sectors of the economy found that the sharp decline in demand that hampered expansion of business activity in previous quarters was easing.


Business activities in the hotel and tourism sector are not yet seeing signs of recovery.  Hotel companies reported a moderate fall in activity in the fourth quarter compared with the same quarter last year, following steep declines since the beginning of 2009.  The contraction in activity was led by a downturn in hotel stays by foreign tourists, while hotel stays by Israelis rose slightly.

Sugar prices to soar  30%-40%


Sugar prices, which have already risen by 20% this year, are now posed to go higher yet.  According to the Managing Director of Sugat, the price of sugar on markets all over the world are at peak prices, and consumers can expect prices to increase within the coming weeks.  The price of sugar is set to rise 30% - 40%.  The rising price of sugar and cocoa is expected to push up the price of chocolate, soft drinks and cocoa beverage products as well.   The price of cocoa, which constitutes an average of 15% of chocolate products, has doubled in price since 2005 to reach $3,510 per ton.  The price of sugar a key ingredient in chocolate products, more than doubled in 2009. 

8.
Diamonds lose their sparkle

Israel's net exports of polished diamonds (after accounting for returns) dropped 37.1% between 2008 and 2009, from $6.24 billion to $3.92 billion, according to figures released by the Diamond Controller at the Ministry of Industry Trade and Labor.  Israel's diamond industry was hit harder by the global economic crisis than any other branch of industry in the country.  Net export of rough diamonds declined by 42.9% from 2008 to 2009 to $ 1.90 billion compared to $3.31 billion in the previous year.  Net imports of polished diamonds fell by 42.5% from $4.36 billion in 2008 to $2.50 billion, while imports of rough diamonds decreased 44.2% from $4.47 billion in 2008 to $2.50 billion in 2009.


Industry experts noted that while the recovery in sales of diamonds began in the third quarter of 2009 and picked up significantly in the fourth quarter, these figures do not reflect a true recovery.  When the global economic crisis hit in September 2008, international diamond trading halted almost completely.  In the last quarter of 2008 and the first quarter of 2009 exports of polished diamonds from Israel, and the worldwide trade in diamonds overall, fell by 70%-75%.  

9.
Outgoing travel tax and service tariffs up 5%


A regulatory amendment signed in 2008 provided for a 5% increase on January 1 of 2009 and 2010.  Accordingly, travel tax for outgoing passengers and service fees to airlines that operate through Ben-Gurion Airport rose 5% according to the Airports Authority's new price list.  Travelers passing through Terminal 3 to all destinations except Egypt are now charged $22.99 per person and $17.60 to Egypt.  Out going passengers though all other airports are now paying $10.59.  Under the amendment, from now on tariffs are to be readjusted annually based on changes in the exchange rate and consumer price index.

Foreign consultants to be allowed to work without local license


The Israeli Parliament Finance Committee approved on its first reading an amendment to the Supervision of Financial Services Law enabling foreign companies which are licensed in their home countries to provide investment consulting services and manage investment portfolios in Israel without obtaining an additional license in Israel.  Assuming the bill passes the second and third readings, the Israeli market will be open to investment consultancy and portfolio management services from abroad which will operate under auspices of a locally-licensed investment house that will take full responsibility for them.  In addition, the amendment would permit the unrestricted provision of these services to some clients who have a broad capital base, special expertise or are continuously involved in investment management.  Previously the law did not allow foreign companies to market themselves in Israel or to initiate the provision of services to investors in Israel, even if the companies were licensed in their home countries and in touch with Israelis via electronic media or during visits to Israel.

Foreigners invest $533m in local firms


According to the Bank of Israel, foreign direct investment in Israel totaled $533 million in December, most of it in biotechnology companies.  Investment, which was little changed from November, was 45% higher than the monthly average for the first 10 months of the year.  Direct investment increased at a faster rate in recent months than previously.  Nonresidents bought a net of $62m in shares traded on the Tel-Aviv Stock Exchange in December, mostly in chemical and pharmaceutical companies, this compares to purchases of $561m in November.

Start-up industry facing bleak future as VC dries up


The Israeli VC scene has become more concentrated over the past decade.  In 2000 there were 70 VC funds, now there are 15 with a total of more than $100 million available to invest.  But venture capitalists are investing mostly in their portfolio companies, in order to keep them afloat and to increase the chances of a quick exit and profit.  Less money is being spent on new project.  

According to a survey by TheMarker, an Israeli daily newspaper, in 2009, venture capitalists made a total of 33 new investments.  A new investment was defined as an investment for participating in the initial seed capital financing or in a first round of financing.  Some VC funds made no new investments in 2009, others made only one or two.  A total of 408 investments were made in Israeli high-tech companies as a whole, meaning that only 8% of all investments were in new companies.  

B. Major Bilateral Economic and Commercial Developments

1.
India to set up centres of excellence on Israeli model


India and Israel stepped up efforts to boost cooperation in the agriculture sector as they moved closer to setting up centres of excellence in India.  During a review of the 'plan of action', the two sides found 'satisfactory' progress for the establishment of centres of excellence to promote research and development in agriculture sector.  Israeli technique of storage of food grains has particularly attracted the attention of India for possible replication amid the global debate on food security.


A high level Indian delegation held intensive discussions with Israeli agriculture ministry officials to push forward existing projects and to identify new areas of cooperation.  The Indian delegation, including senior officials from agricultural departments of Rajasthan, Haryana, Maharashtra, had visited Israel on a four-day visit to boost cooperation.  The Indian delegation led by Agriculture Secretary expressed the hope that Haryana and Rajasthan will soon have the centres of excellence to boost research and development (R&D) efforts in the sector.

2.
Zisser raises money ahead of U.S. foray

Plaza Centers, the real estate subsidiary of Elbit Imaging, has completed a NIS 292 million round of financing in a private bond issue to institutional investors.  This bond issue is an addition to the company's B2 series.  Plaza Centers has now raised about NIS 940 million from the Series B2 bonds, which have an average duration of 3.13 years and are trading at a stable yield if 5.1%.

The company handles the Zisser group's property development projects in Eastern Europe and India and is planning to launch projects in the United States. 

3.
Both sides claim victory in Taro-Sun showdown

Several parallel legal cases are underway in the struggle for control of Taro Pharmaceutical Industries Limited between Chairman Dr. Barrie Levitt and India's Sun Pharmaceutical Industries Limited.  While the companies wait for the Israel's Supreme Court to rule on one appeal, Taro chalked up a victory in Tel Aviv District Court.  Tel Aviv District Court Judge dismissed demands for remedy sought by Sun Pharmaceutical, he ruled that Sun failed to show legitimate cause for its demands.  He also dismissed the declarative remedies sought by Sun concerning Taro's failure to publish audited financial reports, saying that this matter was outside the purview of the case.


The Levitts and Sun Pharmaceuticals have been locked in a struggle for control of financially troubled Taro since 2007, when the companies signed a deal for Sun to acquire control of Taro at $7.75 per share.  Sun injected $60 million into Taro as part of the merger.  After Taro's share rose above the deal price, Levitt unilaterally cancelled the agreement, leading to the court battles.

4.
IDE wins Chennai water plant job


According to a news article in the Haaretz, a daily English business newspaper, IDE Technologies has won a tender to build a second sea-water desalination plant in Chennai, along with the Indian company VA Tech Wabag.  The two companies will be building this second desalination facility for the Chennai Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage Board.  The Israeli group will own a 30% interest in the plant.  The joint Israeli-Indian venture will plan, procure and build the plant at Nemmili, a site about 35 kilometers south of Chennai, at a cost of about $120 million, funded by the Indian government.


The plant will have a capacity of more than 30 million cubic meters of water a day.  The water will be treated using reverse osmosis technology.  Following the plant's inauguration in about two years, the joint venture will operate it for seven years in exchange for $110 million.  The plant is supposed to supply Chennai's southern suburbs, and the high-tech zone.  Wabag, which is controlled by the private equity fund ICICI, projects that Chennai' consumption of desalinated water will increase from the current 1.2 million cubic meters a day to 2 million cubic meters a day in 2025.  India's consumption of desalinated water is projected to increase by 15% a year.


IDE Technologies was chosen by virtue of its experience in building large-scale reverse-osmosis desalination plants, including in India.
5.
India's Cipla in talks with Israel's Teva

According to reports, Indian drug maker Cipla is in talks with leading generic drug companies, including Teva, to supply generic drugs.  Cipla, India's second largest pharmaceutical company by market value, had been in negotiations with GlaxoSmithKline for six months, however according to the managing director this was only for specifically one or two products and not a down-the-line drug deal.  He further said that there was "not a chance" that Cipla was in talks to sell a stake to a partner company.  Cipla has been in talks with a host of global drugmakers including Pfizer to supply generic products.

6.
Arad gets two Indian contracts


Arad Metering Technologies, the fully owned subsidiary of Arad, has received two orders from clients in India to supply remote meter-reading technology to Mumbai.  One order is for $2.5 million and the other is for $4.8 million.  Both companies handle large water projects.

7.
India-Israel Initiative for Industrial R&D (i4RD)


Call for Proposals for Joint Industrial R&D projects (Cleantech) January 2010

Within the context of the i4RD bilateral framework, funding mechanism have been created, through which industry, may seek support for joint bilateral research and development (R&D) projects, involving at least one Indian and one Israeli company.  This call is open to Cleantech projects based on merit that include science and technology (S&T) development leading to commercial success, social good and benefit to both countries.  The specific emphasis to be covered under Cleantech are: (i) Environment; (ii) Water Technology / Water Management' (iii) Renewable Energy; (iv) Agro Technology; and (v) Materials.


Eligibility in India – applicants will be researchers and managers representing Indian companies (minimum 51% Indian ownership), which operate and are headquartered in India and registered under Indian Companies Act.  Subsidiaries of firms headquartered and owned outside India are not eligible for support.  The Indian industry partner must have an R&D Center, which has valid recognition of Department of Scientific and Industrial Research (DSIR), Government of India, if not registered, the firm should undertake to get the R&D center DSIR recognized within 12 months application under i4RD.  Failing which, unless and otherwise extended the period, the firm may be asked to return the loan amount.

C. India-Israel bilateral trade

(i)
Bilateral trade figures for the month of January 2010
Bilateral figures for January 2010 have been received from the Central Bureau of Statistics of Israel. Salient points are:

· India-Israel two-way trade increased by 118.08% for the month of January of 2010, from $ 169.8 million in 2009 to $ 370.3 million in 2010.

· Indian exports to Israel increased by 112.35% from $ 64.8 million in January 2009 to $ 137.6 million in January 2010. Indian exports, excluding diamonds increased by 39.89%, from $ 37.1 million in January 2009 to $ 51.9 million in January 2010.

· Israeli exports to India increased by 121.62%, from $ 105.0 million in January 2009 to $ 232.7 million in January 2010.  Israeli exports, excluding diamonds, increased by 43.95% from $ 80.1 million in January 2009 to $ 115.3 million in January 2010.

· There was an increase of 286.12% in diamonds traded between the two countries in the month of January of 2010, from $ 52.6 million in January 2009 to $ 203.1 million in January 2010.  Exports of diamonds from India increased by 209.39% from $ 27.7 million in January 2009 to $ 85.7 million in January 2010 while imports into India increased by 371.49%, from $ 24.9 million in January 2009 to $ 117.4 million in January 2010.

· Balance of trade for the month of January of 2010 is in Israel’s favour by $ 95.1 million.

· Israel’s two-way global trade for the month of January of 2010 increased by 30.28% from $ 6833.2 million in January 2009 to $ 8902.1 million in January 2010.  India’s share in Israel's two-way global trade increased from 2.48% in January 2009 to 4.16% in January 2010.

· Share of India’s exports in Israel’s global imports (including diamonds) increased from 1.88% in January 2009 to 3.04% in January 2010.

· Share of India’s exports in Israel’s global imports (excluding diamonds) increased from 1.13% in January 2009 to 1.29% in January 2010.
